mgr. 63. gr. laga nr. 60/2013 um néttiruvernd. Umhverfisstofnun afgreiddi umséknirnar
samhlida par sem ad um er ad reda sambearilegar tegundir og sama umszakjanda.

Umbhverfisstofnun hefur adur veitt leyfi til innflutnings 4 laufskurdarmaurum sbr. leyfi
dags. 4. juli 2017 (UST201704-097) og tvé laufskurdarmaurabu voru flutt til landsins 1
oktober sama ar. Annad btid d6 nyverid og umsakjandi dskar pvi eftir innflutningsleyfi
fyrir premur buum til ad eiga varabu fyrir syningu 1 fjélskyldu- og hiisdyragardinum.

AJ framans6gdu veitir Umhverfisstofnun hér med leyfi til innflutnings &4 premur
laufskurdarmaurabiium og &tta buum Dinoponera maura frd Brasiliu til notkunar i
syningar i fj6lskyldu og husdyragardinum. Maurarnir og pad lifkerfi (fungi) sem fylgir
peim skal geymt i lokudu umhverfi par sem hita og raka er styrt i samrami vid parfir
peirra.
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Import permit for alien species

The Environment Agency of Iceland has, in accordance with Article 63(1) of the Nature
Conservation Act No. 60/2013 processed your applications dated April 6 2019 for a
permit to import thee colonies of leaf-cutting ants (Atta cephalotes) and April 3 2019 for
a permit to import eight colonies of giant Amazonian ants (Dinoponera sp.) from Brazil
for use in a educational display af Fjolskyldu- og husdyragardurinn. The Agency decided
to combine the applications and process them simultaneously.

The Agency has granted a importation permit for leaf-cutting ants (Atta cephalotes) on
July 4 2017 (UST201704-097) and two colonies were imported in October 2017. One of
the colinies died recently and the applicant therefore wishes to import three colonies as
back up colonies for the exhibition.

In accordance with Article 63(3) of the Nature Conservation Act your applications were
sent to the Expert Committee on Alien Species for review. The Committe came to the
conclusion that it is impossible that these alien species can thrive under natural
circumstances in Iceland as both of them are tropical species. Therefore the Committee
concluded that it is very unlikely that the importation poses a threat or will have a
significant effect on biological diversity in Iceland and did not object the importation as
long as other legal formalities are fulfilled.

Considering the applications, risk evaluations and the review of the Expert Committee
the Environment Agency of Iceland believes that the importation of the alien species does
not pose a threat and is unlikely to have a significant impact on biological diversity.

The Agency agrees with the Expert Committee and hereby grants a permit for importation
of three colonies of leaf-cutting ants (Affa cephalotes) and eight colonies of giant
Amazonian ants (Dinoponera sp.) from Brazil for use in a educational display at
Fjolskyldu- og husdyragardurinn. The ant colony and the fungi they live on will be kept
in a closed environment where heat and humidity will be controlled to the special needs.
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
